IS COMMONLY MEASURED IN HOURS, WITH 1 HOUR = 15 DEGREES.

THE ARROW INDICATES THE CENTER OF A SPACECRAFT VIEW FROM EARTH. EXTEND 60 DEGREES ON
BOTH SIDES OF THE ARROW TO CALCULATE AN EIGHT (8) HOUR VIEW PERIOD.
